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I (hereinafter referred to as Party A) works at Chung Yuan Christian University (hereinafter referred to as Party B), and Party A is willing to abide by the following responsibilities of confidentiality for personal data and business information contacted during the term of office due to business needs:
1. Party A ensures to strictly abide by the provisions of confidentiality at work and the relevant laws and regulations of the Republic of China, and is obliged to take responsibility of confidentiality with respect to the personal data provided by Party B or business information thus contacted, and shall not disclose or transmit it in any manner.

2. When entering Party B's confidential workplace due to business needs, the provisions of confidentiality check and safety control shall be followed.

3. Without the authorization and consent of Party B, personal data or business information not within the scope of business shall not be privately collected, processed, or utilized.

4. When the business is transited or the employment relationship is terminated, the personal data and business information in custody shall be returned. Without the consent of Party B, the personal data and business information shall not be duplicated to leave the campus.

5. The responsibility of confidentiality will not be lapsed due to the termination of the employment relationship, and the period of confidentiality ends when Party B releases the confidentiality with respect to the confidential information with a corresponding level.

6. With respect to the personal data and business information handled, kept or contacted during the term of office, the custody responsibility shall be properly performed. If the data is leaked due to personal negligence and the laws or relevant regulations or decrees of Party B have thus been violated, Party A agrees to accept investigation and punishment or compensate Party B for relevant damages and expenses incurred due to litigation, and shall bear civil, criminal, and administrative responsibilities by his or her own.

7. The interpretation and application and related disputes of this letter of confidentiality consent shall be handled in accordance with the laws of the Republic of China, and Taiwan Taoyuan District Court shall be the court of first instance jurisdiction.
